Pray for those children and parents who are
still unable to visit, because of Covid-19 or
other restrictions. May God protect their
relationship despite the challenge, and may
they know they are held in his loving arms.

Prayer Line request: S would like prayer for
safety for himself and his loved ones. Also
for some of the other men in his prison, that
they would finish their time well.

Tuesday

As Angel Tree is being promoted in prison in
the coming weeks, pray for those parents
who hear about it, that any barriers to their
application would be removed.
